ELIGIBILITY REQUIREMENTS FOR A TRADE AND TECHNICAL SCHOLARSHIP

To be considered for a Bluebonnet Trade and Technical Scholarship the applicant must:

· Be a graduating senior of a high school or an accredited Home Extended Studies program.

· Be living in the home of a parent or legal guardian who is an active Bluebonnet Member and resides in Bluebonnet’s Service Area (including city limits that are in the Bluebonnet Service Area).
· Turn in a completed Bluebonnet 2012 Trade & Technical Scholarship application (available online at www.bluebonnetelectric.coop ) which must be typed or hand printed, signed and returned to Bluebonnet by 5:00 p.m., March 20, 2012.
STUDENT APPLICATION WILL BE JUDGED BASED ON

· The student’s narrative of 150 words or less titled “What is your career goal if you receive this scholarship”.

· One (1) letter of recommendation –

NOTE:  Recommendation letter should describe the applicant’s work ethics and leadership skills from career/vocational teachers or a past or present employer or a directive of a Community Service or Organization.  This cannot be a form letter. 
Applicants must be prepared to attend a personal interview with the scholarship judges if requested.

INSTRUCTIONS / INFORMATION REGARDING THE APPLICATION PROCESS

The requirements and applications will be available through area high school counselors and vocational instructors, Bluebonnet’s Member Service Centers, and online at www.bluebonnetelectric.coop.  It is easy to complete and print out.  
· Application must be typed or hand printed, signed, and returned to Bluebonnet’s Scholarship Coordinator by March 20, 2012.

· All applications and attachments become the property of Bluebonnet Electric Cooperative, Inc. and will not be returned.

SCHOLARSHIP PAYMENT

The $3,000 scholarship will be paid in one lump sum to the financial aid business office of the chosen school the first week in August 2012 and applied to the recipient’s school account.
